Limited Atonement or Definite Atonement
Arminian position:

“God intended the atonement to make salvation possible for all persons. Possible in the sense
that they would be saved by it if they believed.”

Calvinist position:

Same as above.... except: In addition to making salvation possible for all who believe, God had
a design in the death of his son to purchase that very believing. In other words, by shedding His
blood, God not only made salvation possible for all through faith, but He also made it certain
for His elect by purchasing everything they need to enjoy it including their conversion.”
Calvinist believe irresistible grace was secured for God’s elect by the atonement.
